Eligibility 

The exhibit is open to Members with dues paid in full. All work must be original, conceived and executed solely by the 

artist.   

Judging 

Judging will be based on the quality of the original work and its interpretation of the theme. A maximum of 50 pieces 

will be accepted. 

Presentation 

All framed work must be wired for hanging unless approved by Exhibit Coordinator. Please cover wire ends with masking 

tape.  Sawtooth hangers are not acceptable.  All work must be framed except for gallery wrap canvas, no staples. 

Artworks on paper should be protected, i.e. glass, fixative. 3-D artwork is accepted; please check with PAL for display 

space, the artist may be required to supply the display space.  

Liability 

Every care will be taken for the safety of all works of art. Plainfield Art League, their officers, directors, or agents will not 

be responsible for the loss or damage to the work. Insurance is the exhibiting artist’s responsibility. 

 

Drop off / Pick-up and Notification 

Work should be hand delivered at PAL gallery.  Shipped work will not be accepted. Artists will be notified if their work 

will not be accepted.  Artwork will be picked up at the close of the exhibit. Artwork that is not picked up within 10 days 

of designated date will become the property of Plainfield Art League and disposed of at PAL's discretion.
